WHY THIS MATTERS NOW

Proposed amendments to the Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act (FCRA) would expand the

executive’s powers over NGOs, including asset vesting for procedural lapses. For an aspirant, this is a GS2 case

on the freedom of association, the regulation of civil society, and the line between oversight and

control.

THE CRUX IN 60 WORDS

Regulating foreign funding is a legitimate sovereign aim, but the FCRA amendments grant sweeping

executive discretion, including asset vesting for procedural lapses. Civil society delivers services,

advocacy and accountability under the freedom of association (Article 19(1)©). Overbroad,

disproportionate powers risk a chilling effect. The answer is narrow, proportionate regulation with due

process and judicial oversight.

THE ANALYSIS: REGULATION VERSUS CONTROL

DATA AND INSTITUTIONS VAULT

the Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act, 2010, administered by the Ministry of Home Affairs,

governs foreign funding of individuals and organisations. The right: Article 19(1)© guarantees the

freedom to form associations, subject to reasonable restrictions under Article 19(4). The principle:

proportionality and due process as tests of a valid restriction. Concept: civil society; the freedom of

association; administrative discretion.

THE DEBATE

Argument for tighter regulation: Foreign-funded entities can be conduits for interference; the state has a

legitimate interest in transparency and in protecting national security.

Argument against overbroad control: Sweeping discretion and disproportionate penalties can be used to

pressure civil society, chilling the freedom of association and weakening democratic accountability.

Legitimate aim, overbroad means. Transparency in foreign funding is reasonable; sweeping

discretion over registration and assets is not.

Disproportionate penalties. Vesting assets for a procedural lapse treats paperwork errors like

substantive wrongdoing.

The associational freedom. Civil society operates under Article 19(1)©; overbroad law chills it.3

The chilling effect. Fear of arbitrary action can make organisations self-censor or shut down.4
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HOW TO THINK ABOUT IT

Frame the answer around regulation versus control. Concede the legitimate aim, then argue for narrow

grounds, proportionality, due process and judicial oversight as the design that protects both national

interest and associational freedom. Avoid treating all NGOs as either suspect or sacrosanct.

THE DIAGRAM IN WORDS

Picture a gate meant to stop smugglers that is built so wide and so low that it can be swung shut on any traveller

the gatekeeper dislikes. The problem is not the gate but the discretion to close it arbitrarily, and the fear that

keeps honest travellers from approaching at all.

The proposed amendments to the Foreign Contribution

Regulate foreign funding through clear, narrow and proportionate rules with judicial
oversight and due process, distinguishing procedural lapses from substantive wrongdoing,
so that legitimate civil society is protected while genuine threats are addressed.

INTRODUCTION

The right of a state to regulate foreign money is not in doubt. What is in doubt is whether regulation

drifts into control, and a civil society kept on a short leash ceases to be free.

BODY

Sweeping executive discretion over registration, renewal and asset vesting can be used to
pressure or silence organisations rather than to address genuine wrongdoing.

Civil society organisations perform vital functions in service delivery, advocacy and
accountability, and an overbroad law chills the freedom of association under Article
19(1)©.

Penalising procedural violations with the severity reserved for substantive wrongdoing is
disproportionate and invites arbitrary use.
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The proposed amendments to the Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act would expand the executive’s

discretion over non-governmental organisations: tighter control over registration and renewal, and
provisions that allow the vesting of an organisation’s assets even for procedural violations. The

government’s case is a recognisable one: foreign-funded entities can be vehicles for external
interference, and transparency in cross-border funding is a legitimate sovereign concern.

But the concern cuts both ways. Civil society organisations deliver services, advocate for the
marginalised and hold power to account, functions a democracy depends on, and they operate under

the constitutional freedom of association guaranteed by Article 19(1)©.
A law that gives the executive sweeping, loosely bounded discretion can be used not to punish

wrongdoing but to pressure inconvenient voices, and a penalty as severe as asset-vesting for a
procedural lapse is disproportionate on its face. The danger is a chilling effect: organisations may self-

censor or wind down rather than risk arbitrary action.
The remedy is not to abandon regulation but to design it well, narrow and clearly defined grounds,

proportionality between the violation and the penalty, due process, and meaningful judicial oversight.
Regulation that distinguishes a paperwork error from a genuine threat protects both national interest

and the freedoms that make civil society worth having.

CONCLUSION

Foreign funding can be regulated without civil society being controlled. The test of the FCRA
amendments is whether they target genuine wrongdoing with proportion and due process, or hand the

executive a tool of pressure.
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
